	We bring together the world’s most comprehensive gallbladder cancer cohort, comprising more than 14,000 patients with gallstone disease and gallbladder cancer from Bolivia, Chile, and Peru. This exceptional resource integrates extensive epidemiological and clinical information with multi-omics datasets, including genotyping, methylation, small-RNA sequencing, metabolomics, proteomics, and metallomics.
In addition, we have assembled an unparalleled biobank, including faecal samples from over 100 gallbladder cancer patients and more than 1,700 gallstone disease patients, as well as bile samples from over 200 gallstone patients. Our sequencing resources already include metagenomic data from more than 100 gallbladder cancer and 200 gallstone disease patients, alongside 16S bile microbiome profiles from over 135 gallstone patients.

Building on these assets, we have generated highly promising preliminary results and established strong collaborations with leading clinical partners across Latin America.
