HAD AP-HP is the public hospital-at-home provider of Assistance Publique - Hopitaux de Paris and France's largest public hospital-at-home structure. It delivers hospital-level care at home across Greater Paris, with approximately 800 patients cared for each day. The organisation has a strong oncology activity, and covers complex cancer care, home chemotherapy, immunotherapy, bispecific antibodies, supportive care, nutrition, intravenous anti-infective therapies, complex palliative care, and home-based clinical research activities. HAD AP-HP has its own hospital pharmacy and a dedicated cancer pathway team including physicians, pharmacists, nurses, nurse managers and coordination professionals. Its position at the interface between hospital specialists, primary care professionals, patients and caregivers makes it a highly relevant real-world implementation and validation site for European cancer care models.

	HAD AP-HP can contribute as a French clinical implementation partner and pilot site for earlier, more precise and integrated palliative care models for cancer patients. The organisation offers real-world expertise in early palliative care at home, complex cancer care at home, hospital-to-home coordination, symptom monitoring, patient and caregiver education, care anticipation, and avoidance of unplanned emergency transfers or conventional hospitalisations. A key asset is PALLIDOM, a specialised home emergency response model for palliative care patients, designed to provide rapid medical and nursing assessment at home and to manage acute palliative situations when hospital transfer may be avoidable or inconsistent with patient preferences. HAD AP-HP can contribute to implementation research, pragmatic clinical study recruitment after regulatory approvals, development of referral criteria, patient/caregiver communication pathways, training of professionals, health-economic evaluation, and collection of PROMs/PREMs through paper, telephone or digital tools. Digital and AI-supported symptom follow-up tools for chemotherapy and cancer care are under development and could be co-designed or validated within a consortium, while mature telemonitoring should not be presented as already routinely deployed.
